An area of 1.2ha has been set aside for the expansion of the school, alongside an area of 2.8ha for a new health hub and local centre. Significant open and structural space has also been included, as indicated on the attached plan. 
	5d Please describe any benefits to the Local Area that the development of the site could provideRow1: The development could provide affordable and market housing across a mix of house types and tenures. The proposed access from Watton Road will relieve current issues along Green Lane / School Lane, and provides a good link to the strategic road network. The development is proposing significant areas of public open space, as well as gifting land to facilitate the expansion of Little Melton Primary School. A new health hub and local centre is also proposed, addressing current and future local needs as well as creating a variety of employment opportunities. Other uses can be readily incorporated to address local needs.

Our proposal incorporates a thorough and diverse range of community benefits, as well as addressing identified current and future needs in the area.

This strategic site can offer flexilbility on delivery to help meet the required housing numbers for South Norfolk District Council and the wider Greater Norwich Area - with scope for delivery to be accelerated or slowed down to respond to market conditions and any future housing shortfall in the area.

The indicative phasing plan shown below, and illustrated on the attached plan demonstrates how we see the delivery of the site progressing. It is anticipated that the delivery of new homes could begin in 2020.

Phase 1 (2020 to 2021) - 30 dwellings / 30 per year - 1st part of Phase A on plan
Phase 2 (2021 to 2026) - 150 dwellings / 30 per year - 2nd part of Phase A on plan
Phase 3 (2026 to 2031) - 250 dwellings / 50 per year - Phase B on plan 
Phase 4 (2031 to 2036) - 210 dwellings / 50 per year - Phase C on plan

A Vision Document will be supplied separately to demonstrate the deliverability and sustainability credentials of the site, and will inform the basis of our anticipated pre-app discussions with Planning Officers.
