The Parish Council have been
investigating extending the existing flexibus service to include links to Hethersett
and Thickthorn Park and Ride.

We believe that the proposed site is situated relatively close to existing services
and could contribute to the play space facilities for the village. We have produced
an indicative layout which shows how development could be accommodated on the
site.
